The global pharmaceutical ecosystem operates under a unique
combination of scientific complexity, regulatory scrutiny, capital
intensity, and time pressure.

Inexperienced contractors frequently
lack the technical literacy to
understand regulatory expectations,
the operational literacy to manage trial
or submission workflows, and the
scientific literacy to contextualize data
in a development strategy.

Executives feel this through rework,
escalations, fire drills, missed
milestones, protocol amendments, and
regulatory pushback — none of which
were included in the “savings”
calculation when the low bid was
awarded.

The Capital Destruction Hidden in Rework

In the pharmaceutical domain, rework is not cosmetic. Correcting
deficiencies often requires:

re-analysis of outcomes 9
repeated vendor audits

additional QA/RA review cycles

corrections to TMF, IND, or NDA * |
documentation

protocol amendments

IRB resubmissions

additional statistical validation

repeat site training

resubmission packages

reinspection readiness

Every delay introduces cost. Every
correction consumes resources. Every
revision defers commercialization.

A contractor that is “cheap” at award
often becomes the most expensive
player in the program when corrected for
total cost of execution.
